Introduktion

Hvorfor "Kultur - det tredje ben i udenrigspolitikken”?

Dansk Kulturinstitut blev for 75 ar siden fgdt pa baggrund af initiativ-
tageren Folmer Wisti's staerke indtryk af forholdene i Polen i slutningen
af 30erne, og hans gnske om, at dette ikke kunne ske igen.

Wisti's tanker blev senere af Niels Bohr pa det stiftende mgde under
2. verdenskrig ligeledes udtrykt som et gnske om at fremme en “for-
ening af dbenhed overfor det fremmede og fastholdelse af vort eget”.

| dag er der ligesom for 75 ar siden igen al mulig brug for at forhindre
konflikter og styrke kulturelt samarbejde. | Danmark, i Europa og i
Verden.

Udenrigspolitikken er i dag fokuseret pad gkonomi og sikkerhed. Det ses
f.eks. i den i forsommeren publicerede "Udredning om dansk udenrigs-
og sikkerhedspolitik”, ogsa kaldet Taksge-rapporten, hvor vi med glaede
noterede os, at der ogsa blev plads til nogle positive bemaerkninger
angaende kultur.

Hvor afggrende end gkonomi og sikkerhed er, skaber gkonomi og
sikkerhed ikke alene de relationer der pa lang sigt forhindrer konflikter.
Lande og befolkningsgrupper slas i takt med globaliseringen i stigen-
de grad for deres kulturer og vaerdier, og uden gode underliggende
internationale kulturelle relationer og kompetencer, skabes der ikke
sikkerhed.

Derfor er det - ligesom for 75 ar siden - helt afggrende igen at tage et
initiativ for, at positive internationale kulturelle relationer mellem Dan-
mark og omverden styrkes.

Udenrigspolitikken skal have et etisk grundlag, sa det er vaerd at bruge
udenrigspolitiske penge og ekspertise pa at fremme kulturen som det
tredje ben i udenrigspolitikken.

| Danmark er der et staerkt veerdimaessigt fundament, som fortsat star
solidt under savel befolkningen i almindelighed som de folkevalgte po-
litikere pd tvaers af alle repraesenterede partier. Det er frihedsbegrebet
og oplysningstanken.

Dette kan fgre til at bruge eksisterende danske midler, institutter og
andre aktgrer mere rationelt ved at samle disses virke og se deres
indsats som et bidrag til at handle i forhold til de udfordringer vi star
over for.

Introduction

Why “Culture - The Third Pillar in Foreign Policy”?

Danish Cultural Institute was 75 years ago born based on the founder,
Folmer Wisti's, strong impressions of the situation in Poland in the late
1930s, and his desire that this could not happen again.

The desire was later by physicist Niels Bohr, at the inaugural meeting
during World War 2, formulated to be "reconciling openness to the
foreign and retention of our own.”

Today, like 75 years ago, the need to prevent conflicts and strengthen
cultural cooperation, is again paramount. In Denmark, in Europe and in
the world.

Foreign policy is today focused on the economy and security. This is
e.g. reflected in the "Review of Danish Foreign and Security Policy” also
known as the Taksge-report, published in May 2016, where we however
also were pleased to note some positive remarks regarding culture.

Though economics and security are indeed central concerns, economy
and security do not alone create the relations, which in the long term
will prevent conflicts. Countries and communities fight - as globaliza-
tion moves on - increasingly for their cultures and values, and without
good underlying international cultural relations and competences,
security is not created.

Therefore, it is - like 75 years ago - vital again to take an initiative to
enhance positive international cultural relations between Denmark and
the outside world.

Foreign policy must have an ethical basis, so it is worth spending
foreign policy money and expertise to promote culture as the third
pillar of foreign policy.

In Denmark, there is a strong foundation of values, which remains solid
in both the general population as the elected politicians across all par-
ties represented. It is the concepts of freedom and enlightenment.

This can lead to use existing Danish means, institutes and other ac-
tors more efficiently by grouping their work and see their efforts as a
contribution to address the challenges we face. A proposal for this was
elaborated in the feature article in Berlingske Tidende on 03/09/2016
"Denmark Needs a Cultural Institute” (attached in a Danish version).

Danish Cultural Institute’s 75 years give us some competences through
peaceful means to create positive, mutual international cultural
relations. The strengthening of community with other actors both in
Denmark and around the world is essential to implement this.
