In the year 2020, nothing turned out as planned.

At Danish Cultural Institute we had to rearrange,
postpone, cancel, and think in new formats. The
borders and cultural life shut down, and everybody
was sent home. Such a crisis calls for strong national
strategies, and it is becoming increasingly clear that
if the crisis is to be tackled, it will require international
collaboration and dialogue. In this, Danish Cultural
Institute plays an important role. Because through art
and culture dialogues about what we share can grow
- even under difficult conditions. It is through art and
culture that our values are created and refracted.

The New Democracy Fund and the Youth House

The need to invest in and strengthen the capacity

of the civil society and democratic dreams has been
expressed through the Ukrainian-Danish Youth House
in Kyiv, and through The New Democracy Fund which
will operate in Belarus and the other Eastern Neigh-
bourhood Countries. Both projects are supported by
The Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Denmark’s Neigh-
bourhood Programme. Danish Cultural Institute is the
lead partner in both initiatives. The youth house is a
co-operation with the Danish Youth Council, and the
consortium behind The New Democracy Fund are 3F
- United Federation of Workers in Denmark, Danish
Industry, The Danish Youth Council, and International
Media Support.

It is important, also for Denmark, that the democratic
movements and the young people's longing for new
times is given the possibility to unfold. It is through art
and culture that values are defined, challenged, and
changeable. If you have never experienced a demo-
cratic way of thinking, it can be difficult to see the
advantages of creating a space for disagreement and

diversity. If you are only exposed to one way of looking
at women, it can be difficult to be a new role model.

If all you see is corruption, it can be difficult to imagine
a society without it.

We look forward to unfolding the new big efforts
during the years to come with both our partners in
Denmark and in the Eastern Neighbourhood Coun-
tries.

Culture despite restrictions

In 2020 we had to completely rethink our way of
working with international cultural projects and colla-
borations. In close dialogue with The Agency for Cul-
ture and Palaces in Denmark we rearranged numerous
projects and invented new ones.

In October, we moved modern photographic works

of art outside to the streets of Istanbul. On 115 large
billboards the Danish visual artist Hanne Lise Thomsen
created an exhibition about and by women from Mo-
rocco, Turkey, and Scandinavia. Ads for beauty pro-
ducts and a dream life were for a time being replaced
by debate-generating images of the modern female
life. In India, we went digital and celebrated the 400th
anniversary of the Indian-Danish relation with ongoing
new stories about our shared connections and mutual
inspiration on the website 400years.dk which is sup-
ported by a number of Danish and Indian companies.
In this annual report you can read more about some of
the projects from 2020, and how we work internation-
ally through art and culture.

Thank you to our committed organisation both abroad
and at home, thank you to all our partners, both
private and public, authorities, embassies, companies,
and foundations. Thank you to the youth and to the
artists who are with us, and a special thank you to our
royal patron HRH Crown Princess Mary of Denmark.

Ponte Nérdica Film Festival rykkede i 2020 online
som Ponte Noérdica No Ar (on air). Et sponsorat
fra Falck Fire & Safety Brazil gjorde det muligt at
lancere denne nye platform med 11 nordiske film,
som kunne ses gratis i hele Brasilien i to maneder.

Undervisningsaktiviteterne inkluderede et
Mentoring Lab, hvor 23 minoritetsfilmskabere
sparrede med den nordiske mentor Helene Gran-
quist, den brasilianske mentor Erica de Freitas og
debatterede med flere gaestetalere.

In collaboration with the Danish visual artist Hanne
Lise Thomsen and the design and communication
platform IN-BETWEEN, Danish Cultural Institute
Turkey brought the street art project BILLBOARD
ISTANBUL 2020 to the vibrant streets of the
Turkish metropole with 15 million inhabitants. Here,
115 Turkish, Moroccan, and Nordic female contem-
porary visual artists took over the city's billboards
with new photographic works of art that focused
on gender, urban space, and identity.

The international collection of works reached

out, intervened, and took part in the everyday
cityscape, thus catalysing the social dialogue on
gender and equality - both among the individual
viewers as well as across society and borders.

Female DJs on the digital dancefloor
DIGITAL DANCEFLOORS

With a strong focus on promoting diversity and equa-
lity in the music world, Danish Cultural Institute in
India, Future Female Sounds, and BoxOut.fm arranged
events that took place every weekend throughout
October and early November 2020. Here Danish and
Indian female DJs and VJs lit up the virtual dancefloor.
Although many artists use live-stream, only a few of
the artists behind the virtual mixers are women or
non-binary DJs - which reflects the tendency in the
global music industry in general.

DIGITAL DANCEFLOOR consisted of four online ses-
sions with sets from two DJs and a VJ that
contributed with specially designed visuals and took
the audience on a virtual journey.

With most dancefloors around the world being off-
limits, DIGITAL DANCEFLOOR offered a different
experience to approx. 100,000 people.

Additionally, different talks took place, where artists
shared their perspectives on gendered politics in the
music industry and how it is to work as a musician
during a pandemic.

From Beijing to Aarhus:
Propaganda and gender politics

IRON WOMEN AND RED STOCKINGS IN AARHUS

In the spring of 2019, the poster exhibition “Iron
Women and Red Stockings” opened in Danish Cul-
tural Center’s premises in Beijing. 120,000 passed
by. In 2020, it moved to K&N - Gender Museum
Denmark in Aarhus. Here about 10,000 visited the
exhibition.

In the 1960s and 70s, the issue of gender equality
was on the agenda in both China and Denmark. In
both countries outdoor posters in the street scene
played a significant role in spreading the message.
“Iron Women and Red Stockings” compares the
period’s mass-produced governmental Chinese
posters with the Danish women's movement's
more anarchistic approach.

The exhibition illustrates the difference between
the Danish Red Stockings movement and its
Chinese sisters. In Denmark, there was more at
stake than equality in the Maoist sense. Here the
women insisted on the right to their own body, free
sexuality, and the building of women'’s
communities. These topics were absent in the
top-down Chinese battle against archaic gender
conceptions 50-60 years ago. The posters show
how dependent the women’s movement is of the
culture in the country, where it unfolds.

Diversity on the movie screen
PONTE NORDICA NO AR

Ponte Nérdica Film Festival moved online in 2020
as Ponte Noérdica No Ar (on air).

A sponsorship from Falck Fire & Safety Brazil made
it possible to launch this new platform with 11
Nordic films available for streaming free of charge
all over Brazil for two months. The titles were
mainly highlights of previous physical editions of
the festival. The Festival has been curated with a
diversity and gender equity focus since the start in
2016, expanding the theme to diversity in a
broader sense, including social, sexual, and ethnic
diversity with special attention to indigenous
peoples in Brazil and the Nordic region.

Ponte Noérdica No Ar received over 35,000
impressions on social media, 6,400 film views,
and 2,300 registered users over two months. The
educational activities included a Mentoring Lab,
where 23 minority filmmakers sparred with Nordic
mentor Helene Granqvist and Brazilian mentor
Erica de Freitas, and debated with several guest
speakers. Online events were held in a collabora-
tion with Forcine, bringing inspiration to Brazilian
film students from The Animation Workshop and
Viborg Animation Festival.

With the approval of a new edition in March 2021,
financed by the State of Sdo Paulo, Ponte Noérdica
No Ar will make one more step towards the long-
term goal of becoming the reference online Nordic
cinema platform in Brazil.

BRAZIL

Architects and activists exchange
ideas and dreams for Rio’s North
Zone

VIDA LOCAL RIO - URBAN DESIGN GROUP

Vida Local Rio engages local residents, NGOs

and institutions in citizen-involving urban design
processes in Rio's vulnerable North Zone. In March
2020, just before the pandemic closed all borders,
Danish specialist Jesper Koefoed-Melson visited
Rio for a number of workshops and encounters as
part of the research and consolidation phase of
Vida Local Rio. This resulted in the formation of a
broad participant group featuring official,
academic, and local actors.

As part of the official program for UNESCO Rio
World Capital of Architecture and the 27th UIA
World Congress of Architecture, workshops and
study trips were carried out with 30 architecture
students and four professors from Rio's Federal
University. The final workshop united architecture
students with the local activists, schools, and insti-
tutions in Rio Comprido for exchanges of ideas and
dreams for the complex and challenged neighbor-
hood. The event culminated on the central square

with a community dinner, DJ sets and

cultural presentations by local dance groups

and youth bands. A foundation is laid for further
construction connecting Rio de Janeiro to the UIA
congress in Copenhagen 2023.

RUSSIA

Citizens develop their local
neighbourhoods

WATERFRONT

The Waterfront project involves citizens in the
development of former industrial areas by the
Baltic Sea into new cultural, creative, and
environmentally friendly urban spaces.

In 2020, Waterfront entered its third project
phase, where the main purpose was to create
an open discussion platform for citizens and
experts from various sectors, ranging from
artists, biologists, researchers, architects, and
authorities. Despite the pandemic, regular on-
line meetings were arranged, which gathered
more than 200 citizens of St. Petersburg in a
dialogue about how they themselves can con-
tribute to creating a comfortable and modern
urban environment that is open for everyone.
Danish Cultural Institute in St. Petersburg also
organised an open call to set up works of art
at some of the project’s locations. Six projects
have been selected for implementation. One
of them is the project “Water phone”, where

a local artist has arranged a route along the
water in St. Petersburg, which is equipped with
a mechanism that makes it possible to hear
the sound of the water. The project thereby
contributes to the citizens’ reflection on the
relationship between nature, the city and the
sounds that surround us.

CHINA

A musical experience across China
and Denmark

INTERNATIONAL CHILDREN'S DAY

The 1st of June is the International Children’s Day
in China. There was a major reason to celebrate the
day in 2020. The children have paid a high price
during the pandemic. Not only had the children'’s
school year been thrown in the bin, but their future

seemed more uncertain than just six months earlier.

Therefore, Danish Cultural Center in Beijing and
JazzDanmark created a special experience for the
Chinese children with some of the best songs they
could listen, sing along, or dance to. Two concerts
with the musicians Thomas Sandberg and Moussa
Diallo were streamed on a wide range of platforms
in China, which resonated on nationwide channels.
The Chinese children enjoyed interacting with
Sandberg and Diallo, who from a studio in the city
of Kolding (Denmark) gave the children a musically
and vital experience despite the long distance. The
concerts were shown on a big screen in the Danish
Cultural Center's exhibition hall in Beijing, which
also offered a wide range of activities on the Inter-
national Children’s Day. About 2,000 children and
parents visited.

THE BALTIC SEA
REGION

Citizen-driven local change

URBCULTURALPLANNING

Danish Cultural Institute in Riga is lead partner of
the project UrbCulturalPlanning, which seeks to
strengthen the capacity for citizen-driven social
innovation in the Baltic Sea Region.

The year of 2020 featured several events within
the framework of the project. Three urban labs
took place in Kiel, Riga, and Vilnius, respectively,
with the common goal of improving shared living
spaces through cultural dialogue.

Furthermore, a second UrbCulturalPlanning
conference titled “Game of Cities: Culture, Partici-
pation, Democracy” was held in Gdansk, featuring
keynotes, workshops, and panel discussions. The
Gdansk Conference which took place online had
more than 300 participants.

The conference included a section on Gamification
which showcased Minecraft-based projects with
participation of school children in urban neigh-
bourhoods of Gdansk, Kiel, and Riga.

INDIA

Being young in India and Denmark

FROM ESBJERG TO DELHI
+ INDIA FOREVER YOUNG

Before the pandemic closed the doors to the
world, Danish Cultural Institute in India was able to
greet Esbjerg Youth Symphony Orchestra in New
Delhi. Here the young musicians learned about the
history of India and the Indian food culture. They
collaborated with local musicians, among those

were the Neemrana Music Foundation, the Mela
Music Academy in Bangalore, and The Parikrama

School. The young people shared their views on the

future and on the climate crisis with each other.
Later in the year Dansk Cultural Institute in India
together with the Golden Days Festival in Den-
mark arranged an online event for students from

the Lotus Valley International School of Noida and

Gladsaxe Gymnasium in Copenhagen. The students
shared the experiences on COVID-19, the challeng-
es of online education, and how is it to be young in

the year 2020.

Workshops
were held where the participants, among other
things, discussed active participation, and how
citizens can prepare for the threats that climate
changes will pose in the years to come.

INDIA
Celebrating 400 years together

400 YEARS - 400 STORIES

On the 19th of November 2020, it was 400 years
since India and Denmark formed a formal bond and
started connecting.

In collaboration with a wide range of partners,
Danish and Indian companies, organisations

and ministries, Danish Cultural Institute in India
conducted the countdown to the anniversary by
publishing stories from the treasure trove of 400
years of the Danish-Indian connection. They are
about culture, people, history, art, trade, science,
technology, and business industries. About our
differences, similarities, and the future we share.
The stories were published daily on Instagram and
Facebook and collected and curated along with
additional content on the website:
www.400years.dk. Across the digital platforms the
stories have reached approx. 2 million readers.

RUSSIA

Sustainable development in the Arctic
BARENTS BIRD IN MURMANSK

Danish Cultural Institute in Russia participated in the
festival “Barents Bird" in Murmansk, the largest city
north of the Arctic Circle. The theme for the festival was
sustainable development in the Arctic area, where the
institute presented Danish innovative and sustainable
initiatives, including "Green Kayak”, “Skraldecaféen” and
examples of city gardens in the city of Aarhus.

In collaboration with the Danish Embassy in Russia
and the Representation of the Faroe Islands in
Moscow, Danish Cultural Institute in St. Peters-
burg contributed with films from Denmark and the
Faroe Islands and the exhibition “The Arctic is our
common future”.

Furthermore, the institute took part in debates
about the SDGs and the role of art and culture in
sustainable community development.

CHINA

A new take on Hans Christian
Andersen

EXHIBITION: SUNSHINE FREEDOM AND A
LITTLE FLOWER

With the exhibition “Sunshine Freedom and a little
Flower” the Chinese public was the first to be pre-
sented to the concept and design of the new Hans
Christian Andersen House scheduled to open in
Odense in 2021

Danish Cultural Center in Beijing invited local
audiences to have a first-hand experience of how
the new museum’s architecture and scenography
challenges the conventional perceptions of how a
museum might be conceived.

The exhibition was inaugurated in November
2020 by Denmark’s ambassador to China, Thomas
@strup Mgller, at a kick-off event which was part of
the marking of the 70th anniversary of the estab-
lishment of diplomacy relations between Denmark
and The People’s Republic of China. The opening
was covered by 19 Chinese media and piqued a
huge interest offline and online.

The
youth house was scheduled to open in the summer
of 2021 but has been postponed to the autumn of
2021 due to COVID-19.

Trust as a social value in Russia
and Denmark

TRUST

In the project “Trust as a cultural code, way of life
and social value of the Nordics”, a group of stu-
dents in St. Petersburg have investigated and
discussed the importance of historical and social
aspects of trust in the Nordic countries compared
to levels of trust in a Russian context. The project
has engaged 500 people in online events with a
focus on presenting research on the topic globally
and obtaining information on trust locally through
surveys and interviews, which has resulted in the
book publication “Territorial Genome or the Secret
of Well-being and Happy Life in Nordic countries”.

UKRAINE

Using theatre to talk about
corruption in Ukraine

CORRUPT:OFF

Together with a group of 16 brave young people in
Poltava, Danish Cultural Institute in Riga, Ukrainian
Theater of Contemporary Dialogue, and the Danish
theatre company C:NTACT initiated the project
CORRUPT:OFF - where storytelling and theatre
were used as a method to talk about the severe
problem with corruption in Ukraine.

Through guidance from independent theatre pro-
fessionals, the participants engaged in interpretive,
music-driven theatre performance which resulted
in the creation of a play titled “The Room no. 333"
- which is based on their personal experience with
corruption in everyday life in Ukraine. The perfor-
mance began a tour in 2020 and gave rise to a live-
ly discussion on the topic of corruption and how to
personally deal with it. 10 shows took place, 6 cities
visited, and 927 people saw the performance.
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WE SEE POSSIBILITIES

2020 was a year like none other. At Danish Cultural Institute we had to rearrange, postpone, and
cancel many of our planned activities. Despite many challenges our institutes managed to see new
possibilities, think in new formats, and create digital projects which engaged and reached a big au-

dience.

BRAZIL

Thousands are watching 6-year-
old Malou'’s culinary adventures

COZINHA DA MALOU

“Cozinha da Malou” is a series of 16 programmes on
Danish Cultural Institute in Brazil's YouTube chan-
nel. The main objective is sustainable food culture
for children in an intercultural and intergenerational
hands-on context, bringing Danish meal prepa-
ration culture and “hygge” into play in a Brazilian
setting. Working with food culture in Brazil touches
upon environmental, biodiversity, human rights,
and climate issues of global importance.

The Danish nutritionist Betina Lauritsen addresses
the big issues in a light and engaging way explor-
ing food education, food courage, and food joy.
Filmed by her husband Augusto in their home in
Rio de Janeiro, the program features the couple’s
6-year-old daughter, Malou, exploring culinary
adventures with her mom. Some episodes feature
guest appearances by Brazilian specialists, as well
as by the Danish partners from “Smag For Livet".
The videos have gained over 160,000 views across
various platforms.

TURKEY

New digital universe for the
children of Turkey

In 2020 Danish Cultural Institute Turkey launched a
new digital universe - called Atta Hygge.
ATTAhygge.com is a website created for the Danish
culture programme under ATTA Children’s Festival
in Turkey in collaboration with the ATTA festival
organization.

The website features a large selection of Danish
and Turkish culture for children, which enables the
children to engage in fun, exciting and challenging
activities.

Using theatre performances, workshops, music,
drawing/colouring, and animated short films, the
children get to learn more about themselves, the
world around them, as well as what it means to
play and interact with other children. The site was
launched in mid-December, and more than 2,400
people had joined by the end of 2020.
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CHINA

Concert for 10.000 isolated
children in Wuhan

WUHAN CONCERT

Danish Cultural Center in Beijing was the first inter-
national operator that had the opportunity to get
through to Wuhan, when the initial phase of COV-
ID-19 was at its peak. On the 8th of March 2020,
the cultural center made a webinar for 10,000
isolated children in Wuhan.

The music group HeartBeat Group created an
interactive show, where the Chinese children could
learn to make the group’s characteristic stomp
beats on tables. Subsequently, the beat, which got
the name “Jia you, Wuhan!” (in English “Go,
Wuhan!"), was frequently shared on Chinese

Social Media and thereby became a symbol of the
children’s will to go on in this first phase of the
pandemic.

RUSSIA

250,000 watched when Russia
and Europe meton TV

“DISCOVER YOUR EUROPE"

Every year, the EU delegation in Russia gathers
cultural institutes and consulates general from all
over Europe for a one-day festival in the name of
art and culture at one of the world’s leading art
museums, the Hermitage in St. Petersburg.

In 2020, it all took place online - in a virtual study
where 19 European countries presented different
cultural features.

Danish Cultural Institute in St Petersburg contrib-
uted with a specially produced video presentation
of several innovative and sustainable initiatives in
Copenhagen and Aarhus. The video also demon-
strated specific examples of successful collabora-
tion between Russian and Danish specialists. The
online format made it possible for the festival to
reach a bigger audience than normally, with more
than a quarter of a million viewers.

Children interpretated fairy tales
PAPERCUTS

PAPERCUTS was an online interactive art competi-
tion combining the imagination of children with the
fairytales of the Danish author Hans Christian
Andersen. Children from Belarus, Estonia, and Lat-
via, ages 7-15, were asked to send in a visual inter-
pretation of a fairytale by the Danish author. 1.226
children did so, and two winners, from age groups
7-11 and 12-15, were selected from each country.
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POLAND

Nordic literature and Polish
libraries

TO THE NORTH - NORDIC LITERATURE IN
POLAND

The project aimed to introduce Scandinavian litera-
ture to Polish librarians, bookstores, and readers. It
was originally planned as a series of offline work-
shops with attendance of 1,000 Polish librarians
and 300 book sellers - but due to COVID-19 the
event moved online with a long series of webinars,
events, interviews, talks etc.

The projects ended up reaching a much bigger and
wider audience. The overall result is 3,144 persons
of which at least 2,000 were librarians.

The website www.literaturaskandynawska.pl was
visited by 6,312 in 2020.

The platform is now a compendium containing
information about 590 Nordic titles currently
accessible on the Polish market, 251 Nordic authors
whose books were translated into Polish and about
88 Polish translators of Nordic literatures, as well
as about 27 books by Polish or other authors on
Nordic cultures, literatures, and history.

Another website, www.ksiegarniadunska.pl -
"the Danish bookshop” - was visited by over 8 000
persons.

The project was realised by Danish Cultural Insti-
tute in Poland and Goodbooks.pl, in collaboration
with embassies of Norway and Sweden, Nordic
Culture Fund, The Danish Arts Foundation, 22
Polish publishing houses, and 28 Polish regional
libraries.

Annual results

The annual operating results show an overall deficit of
0.7 million DKK. There was budgeted with a planned
deficit of 2 million DKK.

The result for 2020 is affected by the COVID-19 pan-
demic. Projects in all departments have been canceled
or postponed and as a consequence the turnover is
significantly lower compared to earlier years.

In addition to the visible income in the accounts, the
activities of DCl are to a high level based on in-kind
contributions. The calculation shows that the invisible
funding amounts to 14.6 million DKK and the total
visible and invisible funding amounts to just under 24.3
million DKK in addition to the state grant for operation
of DCI 14.5 million DKK.
